The lowest came from Bay Supply. $115 each but 
down size the Rabbit and Dog Banners at $95 each. 

It would 
be nice to know how many we need total and then know that we bought all new 
banners in 2024. Perhaps we could move to vinyl banners in the future.  
Keri – I think this order will get us in good shape, but we could consider that for 
the future.

Premium Books are out, you can see me after the meeting to grab some for your group. We 
had to put it in two parts online because the file is quite big. You can find everything online 
though, and all registrations are open. We had a couple of issues that should be corrected 
now but one of them was the annual membership price being wrong. It is $15, so plan on 
that when you register. 

The Grandstand and Announcers booth is coming along nicely. It will increase our capacity 
in the stands by 50%. Instead of seating 2200 we will now be able to 3300. It will be 15 rows 
deep instead of 10 rows deep, and no more splinters in your Butt cheeks since they will be 
aluminum.

If these are not completed, then you will not be able 
to bring your animal to fair. Leaders you can check the spreadsheet that we 
have on the Google drive to verify who has completed this requirement. 
Under each species there are different education opportunities for them to 
complete. YQCA counts, we just need a certificate of completion.  

SPECIE CHAIR UPDATES:  
 

• Goat – Robin Gildner  
We have 61 registered participants, 14 Market projects. (All market goats have been tagged). 
• Minimum market project weight for fair is 65#. • Minimum age for all goats attending is 4 
months of age. • Make sure your goat has a scrapie tag in its ear or that it has been tattooed 
with the corresponding numbers from the scrapie tag and you have the tag in your 
possession. If your goat has tattoos (either scrapie tag numbers or per the pedigree) please 
make sure they are legible PRIOR TO FAIR. No tagging or tattooing will be done on the 
fairgrounds during check in. If your goat does not have a scrapie tag or tattoos and you need 
help, please reach out to me ASAP so there is time to get it prior to fair. • Education deadline 
is June 30th. If you’re having issues finding education opportunities for your goat specie 
specific education credit, please reach out to me ASAP for help finding one. Don’t wait till

As we get closer to fair, please remember 
the withdrawal period for vaccines and wormers. If you have not wormed yet, I 
recommend doing it now. 
In light of the TB-positive deer found in Benzie County, MDARD is strongly 
recommending that any cattle in the 10-mile TB zone get tested. If you have gotten 
cattle from, or you live in the zone, you should consider getting your projects tested.

1885. (I sent out an email on 6/3 with an attachment that contains the 10-mile 
radius zone).

Make sure pens are clean to avoid hoof rot and risk for worms or other parasites 
Be sure to work your lambs and read the label for the withdrawal time for the 
wormer or any medication you may have to give them between now and fair. 
If your lamb hasn't been sheared yet please contact me or anyone on the list that 
has been provided at the last meeting, in emails, facebook and the website. 
Reminder education credits are due by June 30th, this is a requirement for our fair.

If you are a drop, please let me know this helps when planning my tagging schedule so I don’t end 
up with gaps in the schedule.  

If you marked, you were sharing a calf on your registration but decided to get a calf of your own let 
me know so I can add you to the tagging this.  

I have started reaching out to some to set up tagging time and will continue to through the month of 
June Watch for emails to set up tagging times.  I will also tag claves at the two June Showmanship 
practices June 12th and June 26th both 6p-8p if you happen to be there and haven’t been tagged yet.  
Also make sure you have your RFID Tags in before coming to the fair. You will not be able to unload if 
they are not in. RFID tags should come from the farm the animal was purchased from.  



I have also sent out a google doc for market participants. To obtain information that wasn’t 
available at registration time.  Steer vs heifer and breed etc. if you could take a minute and fill that 
out it would be much appreciated.  

June 1st Fair registration opened, make sure you register for all your 4-H and open classes by the 
deadline of July 1st. Also note that if you bring a second animal for open classes your open animal 
will be housed in the open barn. You must also use your market animal in your showmanship class.   

Vaccines -As a reminder all junior beef calves must be vaccinated for the following: Bovine 
Rhinotracheitis (IBR), Parainfluenza 3 (PI3), and Bovine Respiratory Syncytial Virus (BRSV). If this 
was done by the breeder you just need to get the vaccine information for your health record. If it 
was not done it will be your responsibility to get this done before fair. Both the Jr. Beef health record 
and the Fair health record need to be completed and turned in before you can unload your calf.  

steer calves must be properly castrated, and the castration site should look healthy with no signs 
of swelling, discharge, or decay upon check in at fair. This should be completed now ensure proper 
healing time before fair. As weather and band size can affect the timing of dropping and healing.  

 Not all beef breeds are naturally polled, calves that have horns need to be dehorned at least 2 
weeks before fair. Horns cannot exceed 3” long. 

Education Credits:  Education is due June 30th, When I looked at the tracking sheet the other day, It 
looked like only 7 Jr. Beef 4-hers need to complete one or both of their credits. Options to get that 
complete.  

• Online BQA Beef Quality Assurance Certification (bqa.org) Send me a copy of your 
completion certificate. 

• YQCA YQCA - Youth for the Quality Care of Animals (yqcaprogram.org) Send me a copy of 
your completion certificate.  

Iowa Extension and Outreach: Beef Education complete the activities and send a paragraph of 
what you learned.   

I have sent all these out in an email and have also posted them on the Livestock council website.  

Program Reminders new this year. 

Heifers and Steers will have their own market classes and there will be an overall market champion 
just like the large beef program.  

There is a Min weight of 300lbs and a Max weight of 700lbs. We are hopeful to have the scales 
available at the practices so everyone can see where they are at.

Swine must receive vaccination against the following diseases following vaccine 
manufacturer’s label:

WOrming - every 2 months or so, based on swine housing or your vet’s 
recommendations 
Make sure you fill out the Swine Health Record with vaccinations and Worming info 
Check the dose timing prior to slaughter (i.e. the withdrawal date) for wormers and 
vaccinations, most are 21 days prior to slaughter.
